A relatively easy walk punctuated by two short steep climbs and a rather
treacherous descent towards Topley Pike Quarry. The route passes through
several limestone dales, only one of which contains a permanent water course,
the Wye, which is one of Derbyshire’s loveliest rivers. Throughout the walk there
are interesting igneous rocks to be seen, at scales that affect the landscape.
These rocks show that many volcanic eruptions took place during mid-
Carboniferous times, forming extensive lava flows and layers of volcanic ash
amongst the limestones and shales that were steadily accumulating in the sea.
